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PREFACE

This report provides the statewide results provided by all 7" graders who participated in the
California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS) between Fall 2008 and Spring 2010, disaggregated by
the race/ethnicity of respondents. It is provided by the California Department of Education as
part of its efforts to help schools close the racial/ethnic achievement gap (CTAG) in the state and
in response to your administration of the CHKS CTAG module to the students in your district.
CDE commends your district for understanding the vital importance of having data to examine
how learning barriers and supports, and school experiences, may vary among different groups of
students in ways that affect their ability to succeed academically. As Superintendent O’Connell
stressed in his 2008 State of Education report:

...[O]ur future success requires us to close the achievement gap that exists between our
white students and our students of color, as well as gaps with our English learners, poor
students, and students with disabilities....In California, the students representing the
achievement gap are the majority of our school population. In California, closing the gap
is more critical than anywhere else in this nation and it is the way to help all students
succeed. Closing the achievement gap will not only improve the lives and futures of our
students, it will secure the future of our state.

If we allow past trends to continue and do not close the achievement gap,
research shows our state will lack the skilled workforce we need to be competitive. We’ll
lack the resources to pay for public and social services just at the time the demand for
those services will greatly increase.

The enclosed tables, organized by topic, contain results for the following eight racial/ethnic
categories. If the number of respondents for any of these groups is less than 25,
the table cells are left blank.

*  American Indian or Native American

* Native Hawaiian or Pacific Islander

* Asian

* African American

* Hispanic or Lantino/a

*  White or Caucaisan (non-Hispanic)

¢ Other (any other than above)

* Mixed (more than one of the above categories)

To help in understanding and interpreting these results, a Survey Content Guidebook, Workbook,
and other tools are available, as described below.

Your district will also receive a CTAG Report of its results from the companion California
School Climate Survey (CSCS), disaggregated by the race/ethnicity of respondents. Results of
these two surveys should be compared to determine how consistent are student and staff
perceptions and experiences. Districts that have Migrant Education Programs will also receive
supplementary CHKS and CSCS reports comparing survey results for staff and students in the
migrant education program versus all other students and staff. These reports also are designed to
provide further data to help close the achievement gap.

SURVEY PURPOSE

The CHKS and CSCS form the largest, most comprehensive effort in the nation to assess local
students and staff on a regular basis to provide key data on learning barriers, engagement, and
supports. The California Department of Education (CDE) funded the CHKS to provide data that
would assist schools in: (1) preventing youth health-risk behaviors and other barriers to academic
achievement; and (2) promoting positive youth development, resilience, and well-being; and (3)
fostering positive school climates and engagement in learning. A thorough understanding of the
scope and nature of the youth behaviors, attitudes, and experiences is essential to guide school
improvement efforts and develop effective prevention, health, and youth development programs.
Since fall 2003, biennial administration of the survey, along with the California School Climate
Survey of staff, and the public posting of the results, have been required by CDE in compliance
with the No Child Left Behind Act (Title IV).

SURVEY CONTENT OVERVIEW

The CHKS consists of a required general Core Module and a series of supplementary topic-
focused modules that districts can elect to administer. Districts may also add their own questions
of local interest in a custom module. Table A1.1 indicates the modules administered by the
district. The Core Module consists of a broad range key questions identified by an expert
advisory committee considered most important for schools to administer to guide improvement of
academic, health, and prevention programs and the promotion of student achievement and well-
being.! Most of the questions assess perceptions, behaviors, and experiences that relate to the
school. The primary focus of the Core Module is assessing student perceptions and experiences
related to the school climate and learning engagement (including school safety and
connectedness); developmental supports and opportunities that promote resilience, academic
achievement, and well-being; and health and behavioral barriers to learning such as substance
use, bullying and violence, and poor mental health. It also provides students self-report data on
truancy and class grades.

Questions Related to Race/Ethnicity and Closing the Achievement Gap

The questions in the supplementary CTAG Module ask directly about staff/student perceptions or
experiences related to race, ethnicity, culture, as well as more generally about other factors that
have been related to the gap.2 Among the areas assessed are:

* Teacher/adult treatment of students with respect & fairness. (Tables G1 & G7)
* Teacher/adult encouragement of high standards & help with schoolwork. (Table G2)

* Relevance of class lessons, books, and lessons to real life and students’ cultural
background. (Table G6)

* Level of participation in classroom discussions. (Table G5)

* Level of racial/ethnic tension in the school. (Table G9)

Other data particularly relevant to CTAG in this report are the percentages reporting harassment,
particularly because of their race/ethnicity (Table A6.13), victimization in school (Tables A6.2 &

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A6.3), perceived school safety (Table A6.10); school connectedness, attendance, and self-
reported grades (Tables A2.5), and the developmental supports and opportunities (or external
assets) provided by the school (Tables in section 3).

SURVEY ADMINISTRATION AND SAMPLE

The CHKS is conducted among students in grades 5, 7, 9, 11, and in continuation and community
day schools. School staff administered the survey following detailed instructions provided by
CDE designed to assure the protection of all student and parental rights to privacy and maintain
confidentiality. Students were surveyed only with the consent of parents or guardians. Each
student's participation was voluntary, anonymous, and confidential. Table A1.2 gives the final
number and percent of students that completed the survey (the participation response rate) by
their race/ethnicity.

THE REPORT

This report provides the results only for the Core Module taken by all students and the
supplementary CTAG Module. The Tables provide the percentages responding to each response
option for each question by grade level, organized by topics, as listed under Contents. In
analyzing and disseminating the results, it is as important to identify the positive behaviors of
youth as it is to identify the risks they face. For this reason, the tables include the percentages of
youth who do not engage in each behavior. Percentages are rounded off to the nearest tenth of a
percent.

CONFIDENTIALITY REQUIREMENTS

To preserve student confidentiality, no data for any grade level are reported if there are less than
10 respondents per group answering a question. If the confidentiality threshold is not met in any
grade level, data may be reported at the district level. In addition, no local dataset will be made
available for analysis that potentially might enable a student or staff person to be identified.
Confidential analysis can be conducted by WestEd as a custom service.

AIDS TO UNDERSTANDING AND USING THE DATA

Several guides, workshops, and other aids are available to help you understand and use survey
results. These are described and made available on the survey website. Three are particularly
important.

* To help in understanding and interpreting these results, a Survey Content Guidebook
provides a detailed explanation of each question and its significance (why it was
asked) and the potential implications for programs of the results. It can be
downloaded from chks.wested.org

* The CHKS Data Use and Dissemination Guidebook describes a step-by-step process
for reviewing, analyzing, and disseminating your results as part of a data-driven
decision making process for program improvement. Free call-in data use workshops
are offered as well.

* A Workbook on Improving School Climate and Closing the Achievement Gap
provides a practical guide to using the data in the framework of improving academic
achievement and well-being among all students and closing the achievement gap. It
provides examples of how to use the data to improve practice and policy related to
CTAG. A workshop accompanying this Workbook will be available in 2011.
